On the Road Again...

The team from Force Technology
International is always looking for new
opportunities. Their latest is stocking a
water-resistant GPS tracker.

i-gotl is a tiny self-powered GPS unit that
creates a travel log (snail trail) based on saving
your position every 10, 15, 30, 45, 60 or 120
seconds. It can save your movements up to
16,255 times, meaning around 10-60 haours
battery life from each charge. The default is

creating a dot on the snail trail every 15
seconds, providing up to 20 hours battery life.

Digital cameras and camera phones
automatically time-stamp photos. i-gotU
bundled PCsoftware works out where each shat
was taken by matching up the time with a dot
along the trail from the GPS.

After connecting i-gotU to a computer via its
USB cradle, animated travel history is displayed
on screen with photos placed on a map in
Google Earth, Google Maps or other navigation
programs.

Of course, aver time, a lot of new phones will
have GPS built in but this is a fun and
inexpensive $89.95 RRP product to play around
with in the meantime.

It should range in appeal from bloggers -
adding location information to tieir online
diaries, to businesses wanting to track company
cars, vans and trucks and everycne else in
between.

Battery life can be further extended by setting
the tracker to turn on and off at a certain times
each day - one charge could last a whole week.
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
